In 1917 the Texas Swedish Pioneers Association
held its first celebration in honor of the's0
anniversary of the arrival of 100 Swedes who camme t
Texas in 1867. The first Swede to arrive in Texas
S. M. Swenson, who came to Texas in I1838. He was
joined by his uncle, Sir Svante Palm, who played an
important role in early Austin history.

The purpose of TSPA is to preserve and perpetuate

the rich Swedish heritage and to honor the membry o
Texas Swedish Pioneers. During the period 1870-
1910, some 10,000 Swedes settled in Travis,
Williamson, and Bastrop counties, where they built
homes, churches, businesses and farms. Some 20
churches in the Austin area trace their originth&o
Texas Swedish pioneers. Swedish place names today
dot the Austin area landscape (such as Govalle,Pal
Berkman, Linder, and Widen public schools), faeiit
(such as Bergstrom Airport, Palmer Auditorium, and
the Falk baseball field), roads (Anderson Lane,
Rundberg Lane and Berkman Drive), commercial

ventures too many to mention, but including the
Nelson store in Round Rock, the Seaholm Power
plant, and communities (Palm Valley, New Sweden,
and Lund to mention a few).

The TSPA through the years has been active in the
preservation of Texas Swedish landmarks such as the
Swedish Log Cabin and blacksmith shop at the Zilker
Garden Center. In 1965, the association arrarmed f
the log cabin, which had been located at Govalie an
then moved to Round Rock, to be moved back to
Austin.

The
first Swede on the list is Ikea founder Ingvar Kaatp
in 11" place. The Kamprad family fortune amounts to
$23 billion. The richest Swedish resident is Stefa
Persson of clothing chain H&M, in £3place with
$22.4 billion.

A number of maritime treasures off Sweden's
southern coast are under threat from the shipworm,
which is gaining a foothold in the Baltic Sea doe t
climate change, according to researchers at the
University of Géteborg. Traditionally, shipworms
have avoided the Baltic Sea due to its lower salt
content. The Baltic therefore holds a number of
archaeological finds featuring wrecks of woodemshi
and structures which would not likely have survived
were it not for the mild salinity levels of Balticaters.

Stockholm-Arlanda airport is considering the
introduction of a 100 kronor ($14) toll for cars
entering the terminal area in a bid to reduce aarbo
dioxide emissions, Stockholm dalbagens Nyheter
reports. The move comes as the airport struggles t
meet its current emissions targets. Since flight

emissions are almost impossible for a single afrfwor
limit, the airport is instead mulling over the aptiof
trimming its emissions through a reduction in car
traffic.

The head of the Swedish Work Environment
Authority (Arbetsmiljdverket) has raised the prospe
of a ban on cash in Sweden's retail stores tothelge
the growing problem of robbery. The authority's
director-general, Mikael Sjoberg, refused to rule o
the drastic measure in an interview recently.

The Swedish postal service, Posten, and Sweden's
central bank, the Riksbank, have unveiled new ssamp
and coins commemorating the wedding of Crown
Princess Victoria and Daniel Westling on June 19th.
The three stamps include portraits of both thegess
alone and of the royal couple, as well as one avith
crown and the royal couple's monogram. The
Riksbank will issue two commemorative coins for the
wedding: a 300 kronor ($40) silver coin and a 8,00
kronor ($525) gold coin.

The June 19, 2010, wedding of Crown Princess
Victoria and Daniel Westling is set to cost at te2%
million kronor ($2.63 million), half of which wilbe
met by the bride's father, King Carl XVI Gustafttwi
the remainder funded by the Swedish taxpayers. "We
get ten million kronor from the government and the
rest will be paid for by the king personally," sdih
Lindman at the Royal Court. The Royal Court will
receive a total of 125 million kronor from the Sigdd
taxpayers for 2010, eight million more than in 2009

After 10 years, a written notification must be
submitted to the Swedish National Tax Board
(Skatteverket) to retain the right to vote for aditional
ten year period.

The completed notification form must be received by
the National Tax Board at least 30 days before the
election date. The form must be mailed to the dyhi
Tax Board at the following address:
